PARAGRAPH 3.   COMMUNICATIONS.

PARAGRAPH 4. BID SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS: The Bids must be submitted taking into account the following points:
a. Within the shipping envelope, the Bid should be submitted in its original format, in an opaque sealed envelope, without letterhead, legends or marks of any kind that would allow the identification of the bidder.

b. The Bid must be submitted in English or Spanish and in U.S. dollars.

PARAGRAPH 13. BIDS TIE-BREAK.

PARAGRAPH 15. SUBMISSION OF BID GUARANTEE

The FIVE PERCENT(5%) bid guarantee detailed in Section 78 a), Decree 1030/2016 (National Administration Contracting System) will be waived since this modality is  not included in the  General Terms and Conditions accepted by the customs and practices of the commercial market where this bid call is addressed to.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, all the bidders are obliged to answer for the amount of the non-constituted guarantee, as per the order of penalties affectation detailed in Section 104, of the regulations approved by Decree 1030/16, at the jurisdiction or contracting entity request without being able to submit any claim except after the proper collection or payment has been performed.

PARAGRAPH 16. SUBMISSION OF IMPEACHMENT GUARANTEE

Bidders might impeach the bid’s minutes within THREE (3) days of its corresponding communication, prior constitution of impeachment guarantee to bid’s minutes, which shall be of THREE PERCENT (3%) per offered line or the lines which the contract is intended to be awarded.

PARAGRAPH 25. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE.

The Awardee shall comply with those obligations which he or she has been committed to taking into account such as the procedures, terms, location and other specifications established within the contract and/or the purchase order. The corresponding terms will be effective immediately from the first business day following the date of the notification of the Purchase Order or Wire Transfer confirmation receipt (for Letter of Credits) which shall be issued by Banco Nación de la República Argentina.

5. QUALITY REQUIREMENTS

a. Products requested must be Brand-new and unused, in perfect maintenance and conservation conditions, and they must comply with ISO, MIL STD and/or DIN standards, and pictures shown by manufacturer. The date of manufacture must not exceed 12 (TWELVE) months from the delivery date.

b. The Successful Bidder must provide an advance maintenance course in Spanish, or with an English-Spanish translator, for 2 (TWO) weapon mechanics and/or military engineers to be appointed by the Argentine Army. The course must include the following aspects:

1) Identification of weapon parts.

2) Fault detection.

3) Minor and major Repairs.

4) Parts replacement caused by wear and tear.

5) Wear control of the weapon by means of the calibers.

c. The Successful Bidder must provide a training course at the Argentine School of Infantry “Escuela de Infantería del Ejército Argentino”in Spanish, or with an English-Spanish translator, for a group not greater than 20 (TWENTY) students to be appointed by the Argentine Army. The course must include the following aspects:

1) Achieve the maximum use of the weapon

2) Maintenance for the user.

d. Each submachine gun must be delivered with a statement of its accuracy which must be of at least 5 (FIVE) impacts at a distance of no less than 15 (FIFTEEN) meters.

e. Documentation must be attached to the offer certifying that the manufacture of the items complies with ISO 9001 Quality Standards and/or the NATO Quality Assurance Requirements for Production.

f. OFFERORS shall indicate in their offers Brand, Model, Date of Manufacture and Country of Origin of the item offered.

7. WARRANTIES

a. All items will be protected by a written QUALITY and WARRANTY CERTIFICATE, against any material and manufacturing defects, which shall be issued and signed by the MANUFACTURER, for a term not less than 12 (TWELVE) months from the date of the FINAL RECEPTION of the items. The certificate shall also include the stated manufacture date of each item.

b. All the expenses which may arise from the text above, (manpower, packaging, freight, insurance, administrative or fiscal fees or costs,) during the warranty shall be at the SUCCESSFUL BIDDER’s own expense.
