PARAGRAPH 3.   COMMUNICATIONS.

PARAGRAPH 4. BID SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS: The Bids must be submitted taking into account the following points:
a. Within the shipping envelope, the Bid should be submitted in its original format, in an opaque sealed envelope, without letterhead, legends or marks of any kind that would allow the identification of the bidder.

b. The Bid must be submitted in English or Spanish and in U.S. dollars. 

c. It should be clearly stated on the sealed envelope, box or package, to which specific Bid the offer corresponds to, specifying place, date and time for submission’s deadline as well as the place, date and time of the opening act.

d. The Bid must be completed in the Invitation to Bid Sheet (Annex 2).

e. The Bid must be delivered to the office of the Contracting Entity, or sent by mail, and it will be accepted by the contracting entity up to ONE (1) hour prior to the opening act.

f. The submitted bid should be typewritten or handwritten in ink, in a legible manner, with the Bidder’s signature in every page.

g. The corrections and/or alterations to the documents must be properly acknowledged and justified at the bottom of the bid and signed by the Bidder. Otherwise, the altered and/or corrected sections will be considered invalid.

h. The submission of the Bid implies that the Bidder acknowledges and accepts the rules of this Bidding Act.

PARAGRAPH 5.  DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITTED WITH THE BID: 

a. The Invitation to Bid Sheet (Annex 2), with the corresponding offer, as stated in Paragraph 6 of this document, will have to be signed at every page.

b. Bidder’s information (Annex 3).

c. Technical brochures of the items being offered with manufacturer’s information.

d. All the technical documents required in the technical specifications # #159/TE/2017 (Annex 1) attached to the specifications sheet.

e. Bids shall be submitted with the corresponding power of attorney attached to them, which shall cover all the procedures of the contracting activity. Said power of attorney shall prove that the person submitting the bid is totally empowered to do so; therefore said document shall be duly certified.

Affidavit, according to Annex 4.

g.
The Bidder must submit the corresponding Freight Forwarder Registration issued by the Directorate of Defense Trade Control (DDTC). Approved.  

h.
Bid shall have attached a Sworn Affidavit stating the late return cost of the containers.
i. Those bidders who end up being the successful awardee and who are not registered as foreign beneficiaries at the Financial Integrated Information System Sole Registry (SIDIF) of the Republic of Argentina shall submit the following information/documents within TEN (10) days of Purchase Order Notification: Power of Attorney, Checking Bank Account Ownership Certificate, Tax Registration Certificate (as per the corresponding country).
j.  Bids shall be submitted with the corresponding signed Sworn Affidavit of Interest Form -Decree 202/2017 (Annex 5) which shall be signed by the proper authority or representative.
PARAGRAPH 6. BID CONTENT: The bid should include the following:

a. The unit price in numbers, expressed in U.S. dollars, always with reference to the unit of measure stated in the Invitation to Bid Sheet and the total amount of the proposal, in letters and numbers. In the event that the total quoted for each line does not correspond to the unit price expressed, this latter will be taken exclusively as the quoted price.

b. The quote must include: all the characteristics of the service to be hired.

c. A discount on the price will be accepted, for the total of lines or for a group of lines, of the total amount awarded.
d. Alternative offers will be accepted as another option with its terms and documents, always based on the Bid Rules and Regulations (Section 56 of Decree 1030/2016).
PARAGRAPH 7. OFFER TERMS.

The Bidder should honor the offer for up to SIXTY (60) business days starting from the bid opening date. If TEN (10) days prior to the mentioned deadline the bidder does not notify in written form that he/she is not willing to renew the offer, the offer will automatically be considered renewed for a term equal to SIXTY (60) days and so on.

PARAGRAPH 8. EXPLANATIONS BEFORE THE BIDS OPENING.
Before the beginning of the bid opening, the interested parties may request, at the Contracting Entity’s office, all additional information and explanations deemed necessary, up to THREE (3) business days prior to the Bid Opening. This exchange of information will be allowed and the requests satisfied as long as the equal footing is not altered. 

Any inquiries shall be submitted in written to the institutional mailing address of the contracting entity. Telephone or out of term inquiries will not be answered. The interested party shall mandatory provide name or company name, address and email address where the corresponding communication will be acceptable. 
PARAGRAPH 9.  BIDS OPENING.

b. From the time set for the bids opening, no other offer will be accepted under any circumstances, even if the opening has not yet started.

c. If the scheduled date for the bids opening falls on a non-working day, the opening will take place the following business day at the original scheduled time.

PARAGRAPH 10. BID REJECTION: 

Bid will be rejected if:
a. it is written in pencil. 

b. the bid has some conditions.

c. it has scratches or corrections in significant sections: Price, quantity, offer terms, shipping terms, or any other sections corresponding to the essence of the contract, which have not been properly amended.
d. it differs from the terms and conditions governing this bid or if it impedes the exact comparison among all the others bids.
e. the quoted price is not serious or absurd. 

PARAGRAPH 11. BIDS TIE-BREAK.

The affected bidders will be invited to submit a better price in writing, within a deadline set accordingly. A date and time for a public drawing will be set for the tied bids, if a tie still persists.

PARAGRAPH 12. BIDS’ EVALUATION CRITERIA

The bid award will be issued to the most convenient offer, this being the lowest price quoted per line, as long as it complies with the conditions and requirements established by these specifications sheet, their annexes and the inspections to be carried out in the corresponding premises by the Technical Expert, as well as what is requested in Annex 1. 
PARAGRAPH 13.  TYPES OF GUARANTEES: VER SI ESTA EN ESPANOL Y SI APLIC

PARAGRAPH 14. SUBMISSION OF BID GUARANTEE

The FIVE PERCENT (5%) bid guarantee detailed in Section 78 a), Decree 1030/2016 (National Administration Contracting System) will be waived since this modality is  not included in the  General Terms and Conditions accepted by the customs and practices of the commercial market where this bid call is addressed to.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, all the bidders are obliged to answer for the amount of the non-constituted guarantee, as per the order of penalties affectation detailed in Section 104, of the regulations approved by Decree 1030/16, at the jurisdiction or contracting entity request without being able to submit any claim except after the proper collection or payment has been performed.

PARAGRAPH 15. SUBMISSION OF IMPEACHMENT GUARANTEE

Bidders might impeach the bid’s minutes within THREE (3) days of its corresponding communication, prior constitution of impeachment guarantee to bid’s minutes, which shall be of THREE PERCENT (3%) per offered line or the lines which the contract is intended to be awarded.
If the bid’s minutes corresponding to the impeached line or lines does not suggest the contract award to any of the bids, the amount of the impeachment guarantee will be calculated on the line or lines quoted by the appellant. 
Impeachment guarantee will be refunded to the appellant only when the appeal were favorably resolved. 

PARAGRAPH 16. TERMS AND ENDORSEMENT OF THE AWARD GUARANTEE
Award guarantees will remain in the custody of the contracting entity until total execution of the contract. 
PARAGRAPH 17. SUBMISSION OF AWARD GUARANTEE 

The AWARD GUARANTEE will be made in the name of the contracting entity and deposited or delivered, within TEN (10) business days from the acceptance of the purchase order, the signing of the contract or the receipt of wire transfer (for Letter of Credits) issued by Banco Nación de la República Argentina.
The Guarantee will be TEN percent (10%) of the total amount awarded.

PARAGRAPH 18. CONTRACT CANCELATION FOR FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE AWARD GUARANTEE: 

The Awardee who fails to submit the Award Guarantee within the period of time set in paragraph 18. will be warned to submit the Award Guarantee within the following FIVE (5) business days. In the event the Award Guarantee is not submitted within the previously mentioned term, the contract will be canceled.

PARAGRAPH 19. RETURN OF THE GUARANTEES.

The Award Guarantee will be returned within the TEN (10) business days once the corresponding contract has been fulfilled to the satisfaction of the contracting entity, as long as no pending fines or penalties exist.
PARAGRAPH 20.  CONTRACT CLOSING.

The closing of the contract will take place with the notification, to the Awardee, of the purchase order issued by the contracting entity within TEN (10) business days from the award notification date.  Starting the service from January 1st, 2018 to December 30th, 2018. 
The Provision Request will be the Contracting Entity’s requesting document, which 

will be signed by the Chief of the Acquisitions Operational Unit.
PARAGRAPH 21. CANCELATION OF THE BID.

The contracting entity reserves the right to cancel the Bid before the closing of the contract, the Bidders or interested parties will not have the right to demand any compensation or indemnification.

PARAGRAPH 22. DELIVERY TERMS.
 From January 1st, 2018 to December 30th, 2018 as per Argentine Military Attache’s Office’s requirement. 
PARAGRAPH 23. DELIVERY LOCATION:

According to Technical Specification (TS) ##159/TE/2017
PARAGRAPH 24. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE.

The Awardee will comply with his/her obligations according to the procedures, terms, location and other specifications established within the contract and/or purchase order.
PARAGRAPH 25. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE TERM EXTENSION. 

The request for an extension of the delivery deadline because of a justifiable reason should be submitted before the deadline. The request should state the reasons for the delay and it will be admissible only when justified causes exist and the contracting entity agrees to the completion out of the terms agreed upon. Applicable penalties will still apply. 
PARAGRAPH 26. CANCELATION OF THE CONTRACT DUE TO THE EXPIRATION OF DEADLINES AND EXTENSIONS.

The expiration of the contract deadlines or established extensions without the delivery of the items or services rendered as agreed will result in the cancelation of the contract without any previous notification or court notice, with the loss of the corresponding AWARD GUARANTEE. Except in cases where the contracting entity accepts the delivery or rendering of services out of terms applying the principle of contract continuity. 
MUTUAL AGREEMENT CANCELATION: Either the jurisdiction or the contracting entity might cancel the contract by mutual agreement with the bidders when the public interest at the moment of executing the contract would have changed and the co contracting party consented said agreement. These situations will not grant any right to any compensation to the involved parties, notwithstanding the fulfilled effects until the termination of the contractual relationship. 
PARAGRAPH 27. PENALTY FOR LATE DELIVERY OF ITEMS: 

When a penalty fee may apply, said penalty will be equivalent to ZERO POINT ZERO FIVE PERCENT (0.05%) of the value of the items delivered or services rendered outside of the terms of the contract, for every single business days of delay.
PARAGRAPH 28. UNFORESEEN CIRCUMSTANCES OR FORCE MAJEURE EVENTS.

The existence of unforeseen circumstances or force majeure events that impede the fulfillment of the commitments made by the awardees will need to be informed to the contracting entity. PARAGRAPH 31. SHIPPING, INSURANCE, HANDLING AND OTHER ADMINISTRATIVE FEES.

1. PURPOSE

a. This Technical Specification sets forth the functional and technical requirements that the “LOGISTICS SERVICE OF MULTIMODAL TRANSPORT AND CARGO HANDLING” needs to comply with, for its contracting and subsequent implementation.

b. In that regard, every omitted or insufficiently described detail in this TS that is necessary for the normal performance of the service shall be considered by the bidder and included in his offer.

2. DEFINITIONS

a. TS: Technical Specification.

b. AMA: Argentine Military Attaché's Office in the U.S.

c. ADMINISTRATOR: Employee designated by the SUCCESSFUL BIDDER with the professional capacity and suitability to advise and assist from a technical point of view; said employee shall be able to solve all the queries and problems that may arise during the implementation of the service.

d. DIRECTORATE OF DEFENSE TRADE CONTROLS – DDTC: it is the governmental agency of the United States in charge of controlling the permanent export and temporary import and/or export of defense articles and defense services, described in ITAR (International Traffic in Arms Regulations), section 121, United States Munitions List (USML).

e. DEFENSE SECURITY COOPERATION AGENCY (DSCA): Agency responsible for reviewing and ensuring the implementation of transport policies of the effects acquired through FMS Program.

f. IAC: Items Acceptance Committee.

g. FINAL ACCEPTANCE CERTIFICATE: it refers to the certificate signed for the reception of the services, which allows the corresponding payment release of the service subject of this Bidding Process. 
h. FOREIGN PURCHASER GUIDE TO FREIGHT FORWARDER SELECTION OF THE DEFENSE INSTITUTE OF SECURITY ASSISTANCE MANAGEMENT (DISAM): Informative guide with recommendations on how to find a freight forwarder and what shall be included in a freight forwarder contract.

i. DEFENSE INSTITUTE OF SECURITY ASSISTANCE MANAGEMENT (DISAM): Agency that regulates and determines the procedures for selecting contractors to transport military equipment to the purchasers of the FMS Program.
j. SECURITY ASSISTANCE MANAGEMENT MANUAL (SAMM): Publication from the Defense Security Cooperation Agency (DSCA) that regulates the legal proceedings regarding the participants in the FMS Program.

k. TERMINAL HANDLING CHARGE (THC): The charges collected by terminal authorities for the cargo handling. 

l. STANDARDS: ISO 668 (Revision Year 2013) – ISO 1161 – ISO 1496/1.

m. COMMON MERCOSUR NOMENCLATURE (NCM): Single nomenclature for foreign trade transactions, between the State Parties of the Asunción Treaty as well as with third markets.

3. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

a. Types of Services:
1) The Logistics Service of Multimodal Transport And Cargo Handling to be offered shall include the transport from the Military Bases to the Port of ZÁRATE, province of BUENOS AIRES-ARGENTINA, as well as the cargo preparation and handling, according to the following details:

· FROM the Military Base in RICHMOND, (VA – UNITED STATES) TO the Port of ZÁRATE, Province of BUENOS AIRES (ARGENTINE REPUBLIC).

4) It includes:

a) Up to 58 spare batteries.

b) Acceptance of the vehicles in the different Military Bases in accordance with points 3.a. 1), 2), 3), 4) y 5) and the cargo for land transport.

d. CARGO HANDLING SERVICE FOR THE PORT OF ORIGIN:

1) Unloading and reception of the vehicles.

2) Interior and exterior washing of Vehicles.

3) Repair of up to 117 tires.

4) Provision of fluids (water, motor oil, brake fluid, etc).

5) Provision of all vehicles filled with 1/4 fuel tanks.

6) Customs procedures at U.S. Customs.
7) Roll-on/roll-off cargo of the vehicles for sea transportation.

e. SERVICE OF CARGO HANDLING FOR THE PORT OF ZÁRATE:

1) Roll-on/roll-off unloading of the vehicles.

5. GENERAL CONDITIONS

a. The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER shall designate an ADMINISTRATOR for the overall management of the activities/services, the contractual follow-up and the representation before the CONTRACTING ENTITY, in the U.S. and in the ARGENTINE Republic.
b. The CONTRACTING ENTITY shall designate TWO (2) officers in order to liaise with the SUCCESSFUL BIDDER’S ADMINISTRATOR in the transport service, ONE (1) from the Argentine Military Attaché’s Office in the U.S. and ONE (1) from the Directorate General of Material in the ARGENTINE Republic.

c. The AMA officer appointed by the CONTRACTING ENTITY shall process the corresponding authorizations for the entry of the SUCCESSFUL BIDDER to each Fort and supervise the delivery of the vehicles on site before the embarkation. 

d. The officer shall verify the change of up to 58 (FIFTY EIGHT) batteries, 117 (ONE HUNDRED SEVENTEEN) tires and the fluid provision, depending on the vehicles needs arising from the moment they’re started. At the Port of ORIGIN, before the embarkation, the vehicles and their level of fuel must be checked again.

e. The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER shall receive, prepare, handle and store the cargo where it is more convenient before the transporting the cargo to the Port of ORIGIN Terminal or the roll-on/roll off cargo loading into the corresponding transport vessel. The expenses incurred by these activities/tasks will be paid by Successful Bidder. 

f. The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER’S IT System shall be compatible with the Cargo Monitoring System (EFTS) of the Defense Security Cooperation Agency (DSCA) so as to send and receive transport information related to the cases of the Foreign Military Sales (FMS).

g. 
The documentation processed by the SUCCESFULL BIDDER will be of CONFIDENTIAL NATURE, for which he will sign a confidentiality act for the material to be transported.

h. The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER shall perform the necessary formalities to transport the items received within the framework of Foreign Military Sales (FMS) before the Directorate of Defense Trade Controls – DDTC and the Defense Security Cooperation Agency (DSCA).

i. The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER will be in charge of filling in the Bill of Lading, under the supervision of the CONTRACTING PARTY, who will check the COMMON MERCOSUR NOMENCLATURE (NCM) mentioned in said document. The Bill of Lading will be sent to the ARGENTINE ARMY and in its body, where it says NOTIFY PARTY, it must say Department of Foreign Affairs of the DGM, located in 4815 Santa Fe Ave, CP1425 CABA. 

j. The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER shall notify the Argentine Military Attaché’s Office the date and estimated time of arrival of the cargo to the Port of ZÁRATE, Province of BUENOS AIRES (ARGENTINE Republic), at least FORTY-EIGHT (48) business hours before arrival.

k. The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER shall be liable for each cargo, and for damages caused by the action or omission of his employees, workers, agents or representatives, whether damages occur intentionally or not, before the CONTRACTING PARTY and other third parties.

6. QUALITY REQUIREMENTS

a. The OFFEROR must be registered as freight forwarder by the Directorate of Defense Trade Controls – DDTC, and must provide the documentation that validates this.  

b. The OFFEROR must have all the corresponding authorizations, permits, registrations, qualifications and certifications established in the regulatory framework of the Customs Code Law 22415 and other laws, codes, decrees and concurrent resolutions. The offeror must also complete the process of the Certificate of the Multimodal Transport Center – CTM in the Argentine Republic and others necessary for the total development of the activities required in this TS.

c. The OFFEROR must be qualified and registered as “Customs Transport Agent” before the Directorate-General of Customs (DGA), and must submit documentation validating this.

d. The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER shall provide the service with qualified and trained employees in accordance with the current regulations and standards of the UNITED STATES and the ARGENTINE Republic.

e. 
The SUCCESSFUL BIDDER shall use the materials, equipment, tools and devices necessary for the execution of the service, through efficient and safe working methods for the personnel and items to be transported.
