PARAGRAPH 2.  REQUESTING INFORMATION AND OBTAINING DOCUMENTS

PARAGRAPH 3.   COMMUNICATIONS.

Communications between the contracting entity and the interested party, bidders, or awardees can be carried out personally, or else by e-mail at: contracting@amilusa.com, or through the following website: www.argentinacompra.gov.ar –UOC 84-137 and/or by certified mail to the Argentine Military Attaché’s Office, 1810 Connecticut Ave. NW, Washington D.C. 20009.
PARAGRAPH 4. BID SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS: The Bids must be submitted taking into account the following points:
a. Within the shipping envelope, the Bid should be submitted in its original format, in an opaque sealed envelope, without letterhead, legends or marks of any kind that would allow the identification of the bidder.

b. The Bid must be submitted in English or Spanish and in U.S. dollars. 

c. It should be clearly stated on the sealed envelope, box or package, to which specific Bid the offer corresponds to, specifying place, date and time for submission’s deadline as well as the place, date and time of the opening act.

d. The Bid must be completed in the Invitation to Bid Sheet (Annex 2).

e. The Bid must be delivered to the office of the Contracting Entity, or sent by mail, and it will be accepted by the contracting entity up to ONE (1) hour prior to the opening act.

f. The submitted bid should be typewritten or handwritten in ink, in a legible manner, with the Bidder’s signature in every page.

g. The corrections and/or alterations to the documents must be properly acknowledged and justified at the bottom of the bid and signed by the Bidder. Otherwise, the altered and/or corrected sections will be considered invalid.

h. The submission of the Bid implies that the Bidder acknowledges and accepts the rules of this Bidding Act.

PARAGRAPH 5.  DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITTED WITH THE BID: 

a. The Invitation to Bid Sheet (Annex 2), with the corresponding offer, as stated in Paragraph 6 of this document, will have to be signed at every page.

b. Bidder’s information (Annex 3).

c. Technical brochures of the items being offered with manufacturer’s information.
d. Submit the corresponding supporting documentation which shows proof of Sale Exclusivity, which is the purpose of the contract. 
e. All the technical documents required in the technical specifications # ARS 62/00/17 (Annex 1) attached to the specifications sheet.
f. Bids shall be submitted with the corresponding power of attorney attached to them, which shall cover all the procedures of the contracting activity. Said power of attorney shall prove that the person submitting the bid is totally empowered to do so; therefore said document shall be duly certified.
g. Those bidders who end up being the successful awardee and who are not registered as foreign beneficiaries at the Financial Integrated Information System Sole Registry (SIDIF) of the Republic of Argentina shall submit the following information/documents within TEN (10) days of Purchase Order Notification: Power of Attorney, Checking Bank Account Ownership Certificate, Tax Registration Certificate (as per the corresponding country).
h. Bids shall be submitted with the corresponding signed Sworn Affidavit of Interest Form -Decree 202/2017 (Annex 4) which shall be signed by the proper authority or representative.
PARAGRAPH 6. BID CONTENT: The bid should include the following:

a. The unit price in numbers, expressed in U.S. dollars, always with reference to the unit of measure stated in the Invitation to Bid Sheet and the total amount of the proposal, in letters and numbers. In the event that the total quoted for each line does not correspond to the unit price expressed, this latter will be taken exclusively as the quoted price.

b. The offer in net amount per wrapped and packaged item, and with a fixed price per unit.

c. The quote must include: brand, model, manufacturing year and country of origin, National Stock Number (NSN) –Part Number, when applicable, and quality standards that the items comply with.

d. A discount on the price will be accepted, for the total of lines or for a group of lines, of the total amount awarded.

e. The quote will include all the freight charges to the delivery place specified in paragraph 24.a and 24.b. according to the location of each bidder. Freight charges could not be quoted separately.
f. Alternative offers will be accepted as another option with its terms and documents, always based on the Bid Rules and Regulations (Section 56 of Decree 1030/2016).
PARAGRAPH 7. OFFER TERMS.

The Bidder should honor the offer for up to SIXTY (60) business days starting from the bid opening date. If TEN (10) days prior to the mentioned deadline the bidder does not notify in written form that he/she is not willing to renew the offer, the offer will automatically be considered renewed for a term equal to SIXTY (60) days and so on.

PARAGRAPH 8. ITEMS AND SERVICES WARRANTIES.

The items quoted must be infallibly guaranteed by their manufacturer and the awardee for the period of according to the Technical Specifications Sheet # ARS 62/00/17. The manufacturer and/or awardee should ensure the provision of spare parts, maintenance services, repairs and/or replacements through written certification, submitted together with the items purchased. 

PARAGRAPH 9. EXPLANATIONS BEFORE THE BIDS OPENING.
Before the beginning of the bid opening, the interested parties may request, at the Contracting Entity’s office, all additional information and explanations deemed necessary, up to THREE (3) business days prior to the Bid Opening. This exchange of information will be allowed and the requests satisfied as long as the equal footing is not altered. 

Any inquiries shall be submitted in written to the institutional mailing address of the contracting entity. Telephone or out of term inquiries will not be answered. The interested party shall mandatory provide name or company name, address and email address where the corresponding communication will be acceptable. 
PARAGRAPH 10.  BIDS OPENING.

a. Interested parties may be present if they so wish to.

b. From the time set for the bids opening, no other offer will be accepted under any circumstances, even if the opening has not yet started.

c. If the scheduled date for the bids opening falls on a non-working day, the opening will take place the following business day at the original scheduled time.

PARAGRAPH 11. BID REJECTION: 

Bid will be rejected if:
a. it is written in pencil. 

b. the bid has some conditions.

c. it has scratches or corrections in significant sections: Price, quantity, offer terms, shipping terms, or any other sections corresponding to the essence of the contract, which have not been properly amended.
d. it differs from the terms and conditions governing this bid or if it impedes the exact comparison among all the others bids.
e. the quoted price is not serious or absurd. 

PARAGRAPH 12. BIDS’ EVALUATION CRITERIA
The bid award will be issued to the most convenient offer, this being the lowest price quoted per line, as long as it complies with the conditions and requirements established by these specifications sheet and its annexes.
PARAGRAPH 13. BIDS TIE-BREAK.

The affected bidders will be invited to submit a better price in writing, within a deadline set accordingly. A date and time for a public drawing will be set for the tied bids, if a tie still persists.

PARAGRAPH 14.  TYPES OF GUARANTEES:

a. Surety bond.

b. Irrevocable Letter of Credit 

c. Certified Cashier’s Check.
PARAGRAPH 15. SUBMISSION OF BID GUARANTEE

The FIVE PERCENT (5%) bid guarantee detailed in Section 78, Decree 1030/2016 (National Administration Contracting System) will be waived since this modality is  not included in the  General Terms and Conditions accepted by the customs and practices of the commercial market where this bid call is addressed to.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, all the bidders are obliged to answer for the amount of the non-constituted guarantee, as per the order of penalties affectation detailed in Section 104, of the regulations approved by Decree 1030/16, at the jurisdiction or contracting entity request without being able to submit any claim except after the proper collection or payment has been performed.

PARAGRAPH 16. SUBMISSION OF IMPEACHMENT GUARANTEE

Bidders might impeach the bid’s minutes within THREE (3) days of its corresponding communication, prior constitution of impeachment guarantee to bid’s minutes, which shall be of  THREE PERCENT (3%) per offered line or the lines which the contract is intended to be awarded.
If the bid’s minutes corresponding to the impeached line or lines does not suggest the contract award to any of the bids, the amount of the impeachment guarantee will be calculated on the line or lines quoted by the appellant. 
Impeachment guarantee will be refunded to the appellant only when the appeal were favorably resolved. 

PARAGRAPH 17. TERMS AND ENDORSEMENT OF THE AWARD GUARANTEE
Award guarantees will remain in the custody of the contracting entity until total execution of the contract. 
PARAGRAPH 18. SUBMISSION OF AWARD GUARANTEE 

The AWARD GUARANTEE will be made in the name of the contracting entity and deposited or delivered, within TEN (10) business days from the acceptance of the purchase order, the signing of the contract or the receipt of wire transfer (for Letter of Credits) issued by Banco Nación de la República Argentina.
The Guarantee will be TEN percent (10%) of the total amount awarded.

PARAGRAPH 19. CONTRACT CANCELATION FOR FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE AWARD GUARANTEE: 

The Awardee who fails to submit the Award Guarantee within the period of time set in paragraph 18. will be warned to submit the Award Guarantee within the following FIVE (5) business days. In the event the Award Guarantee is not submitted within the previously mentioned term, the contract will be canceled.
PARAGRAPH 20. RETURN OF THE GUARANTEES.

The Award Guarantee will be returned within the TEN (10) business days once the corresponding contract has been fulfilled to the satisfaction of the contracting entity, as long as no pending fines or penalties exist.

PARAGRAPH 21.  CONTRACT CLOSING.

The closing of the contract takes place within 10 (TEN) business days upon the corresponding notification to the Successful Bidder of the purchase order, which is issued by the contracting entity to the Awardee. 

PARAGRAPH 22. CANCELATION OF THE BID.

The contracting entity reserves the right to cancel the Bid before the closing of the contract, the Bidders or interested parties will not have the right to demand any compensation or indemnification.

PARAGRAPH 23. DELIVERY TERMS.

It should not exceed ONE HUNDRED (180) days, starting from the first business day following the date of the opening of the Letter of Credit.
Before the corresponding delivery of the items, said delivery shall be coordinated with this Operational Acquisitions Office, at the Argentine Military Attache’s Office in the U.S.A, via email at: contracting@amilusa.com.

Delivery to Argentina: coordinations for delivery shall be arranged with Foreign Department, at the Materiel General Directorate of the Argentine Army, via email at: aduanaexterior.dgm@gmail.com 

Failure of the aforementioned requirements will lead to the non-reception of the items. 
PARAGRAPH 24. DELIVERY LOCATION:

a. For Awardees within the U.S.: ARGENTINE MILITARY ATTACHE’S WAREHOUSE – 18984-18986 BONANZA WAY, GAITHERSBURG, MD 20879, U.S.A. 
b. For Awardees outside the U.S.: DAP – EZEIZA INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT, ARGENTINA. 
PARAGRAPH 25. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE.

The Awardee shall comply with those obligations which he or she has been committed to taking into account such as the procedures, terms, location and other specifications established within the contract and/or the purchase order. The corresponding terms will be effective immediately from the first business day following the date of the notification of the Purchase Order or Wire Transfer confirmation receipt (for Letter of Credits) which shall be issued by Banco Nación de la República Argentina.
PARAGRAPH 26. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE TERM EXTENSION. 

The request for an extension of the delivery deadline because of a justifiable reason should be submitted before the deadline. The request should state the reasons for the delay and it will be admissible only when justified causes exist and the contracting entity agrees to the completion out of the terms agreed upon. Applicable penalties will still apply. 
PARAGRAPH 27. CANCELATION OF THE CONTRACT DUE TO THE EXPIRATION OF DEADLINES AND EXTENSIONS.

The expiration of the contract deadlines or established extensions without the delivery of the items or services rendered as agreed will result in the cancelation of the contract without any previous notification or court notice, with the loss of the corresponding AWARD GUARANTEE. Except in cases where the contracting entity accepts the delivery or rendering of services out of terms applying the principle of contract continuity. 

MUTUAL AGREEMENT CANCELATION: Either the jurisdiction or the contracting entity might cancel the contract by mutual agreement with the bidders when the public interest at the moment of executing the contract would have changed and the co contracting party consented said agreement. These situations will not grant any right to any compensation to the involved parties, notwithstanding the fulfilled effects until the termination of the contractual relationship. 
PARAGRAPH 28. PENALTY FOR LATE DELIVERY OF ITEMS: 

When a penalty fee may apply, said penalty will be equivalent to ZERO POINT ZERO FIVE PERCENT (0.05%) of the value of the items delivered or services rendered outside of the terms of the contract, for every single business days of delay.
PARAGRAPH 29. UNFORESEEN CIRCUMSTANCES OR FORCE MAJEURE EVENTS.

The existence of unforeseen circumstances or force majeure events that impede the fulfillment of the commitments made by the awardees will need to be informed to the contracting entity. The awardees should inform the contracting entity within TEN (10) business days of its occurrence or from the moment the force majeure event ends. After that period of time, the unforeseen circumstances or force majeure events cannot be claimed.
PARAGRAPH 30. PAYMENT TERMS.

The payment will be made within NINETY (90) consecutive days from the moment of the delivery in the location established in Paragraph 24. of this document.

PARAGRAPH 31. PAYMENT TYPES:

Payment Terms:

1) The payment in U.S. dollars will be made on its due date according to the written amount. Under no circumstances would monetary adjustments, price changes based on inflation, cost variation and/or debt restructuring be accepted. 
2) By Letter of Credit, when the delivery is in Argentina –DAP- Buenos Aires Airport.
3) By Promissory Note, to the awardee that delivers the items in the U.S. to the following location: ARGENTINE ARMY – ARGENTINE MILITARY ATTACHE’S WAREHOUSE – 18984-18986 BONANZA WAY, GAITHERSBURG, MD 20879 U.S.A.
The payment will be made by Banco de la Nación Argentina (Central House), by wire transferring the funds to the awardees bank account in the U.S. For this purpose the awardee should have a Swift number for overseas payment.
PARAGRAPH 32. SHIPPING, INSURANCE, HANDLING AND OTHER ADMINISTRATIVE FEES.
The awardee will be responsible for the processing and payment of the end user form and all required U.S. State Department’s export licenses, any other similar expenses and all shipping, insurance, and handling of the items up to the delivery location specified in paragraph 24.
For those awardees whose Delivery Location is DAP – Aeropuerto de Buenos Aires, please be noticed that any incorrect documents, fulfilled by the awardee, (such as packing list, Airway Bill, Invoice, etc.) will lead this latter to the corresponding payment for any charges/arrears that issue might generate, by the time of importing said items.

1. PURPOSE

This Technical Specification sets forth the technical, constructive and quality requirements that the acquisition of “ANTI-MATERIEL RIFLE SYSTEM CAL 12.70 X 99MM NATO M-1” needs to comply with.
2. DEFINITIONS

a. TS: Technical Specification.

b. IAC: Items Acceptance Committee.

c. DELIVERY and ACCEPTANCE: it involves two subsequent activities which come into force with the issuance of a Certificate of Final Acceptance, for the items belonging to this TS.

d. FINAL ACCEPTANCE CERTIFICATE (FAC): it refers to the signed Certificate for the acceptance of the items and it allows the release of the corresponding payment for the materiel belonging to this Bidding Act.

e. TECHNICAL SHEET: it is a brief document that identifies the product and details its technical characteristics, properties, standards it complies with and other information of technical descriptive character useful for the user.

f. SPARE PART: any part, assembly or component required for the maintenance of an assembly, component or original item.

2)    Gunstock: constructed with a combination of aramid fiber, graphite, and fiberglass.                                Adjustable in length and height. It must include bedding. 

3) Side-loading five-round magazine.

b. TARGET SYSTEM

1) Tactical telescopic sight, with adjustable turrets for elevation and windage, audible and touch sensitive, without protective covers and must be operable with gloves. 

2) Adjustable Zoom for Long Distances.

3) Scope Rings/Mounts: compatible with Picatinny or Std 1913 systems.

c. TACTICAL SPOTTING SCOPE

1) Water-resistant.

2) It must have the same reticle as the telescopic sight.

3) It must include tripod and bag.

d. PORTABLE DIGITAL WEATHER STATION 

1) It must include tripod.

2) It must measure wind speed, temperature and relative humidity.
5. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS

a. RIFLE

1) Caliber: 12.7 x 99 mm NATO (.50 BMG).

2) Operating system: manual rotating bolt.

3) Effective range: 1500 m. 

4) Multipurpose rail with TWENTY (20) MOA slope.

5) Bipod: High resistant material, foldable and extendible (7 positions) with slots on the legs, must pivot to rotate on its axis, and with sequential opening.

6) Capacity of extractable magazine: minimum of FIVE (05) rounds.

7) With spare barrel.

8) Weapon total weight (maximum): 14.80 Kg (31.55 lbs.).

9) Weapon total length (maximum): 1.400 mm.

10) Weapon finishing: Matte black.

11) Gunstock color: Matte black.

12) Accessories:

a) Weapon storage and carrying case made of reinforced plastic or similar, with sealed locking system for protection against impacts and humidity. It must have a carrying handle and in its interior a foam rubber liner, or similar.

c) Adjustable strap made of Cordura or similar to be used by the shooter during firing position.

d) Drag bag made of 1000 Denier Cordura camouflaged in Multicam, backpack type, with high resistance zipper YKK type and carrying handles. It must have the capacity to carry all the equipment (rifle, bipod, wind gauge, and telescopic sight).

b. TELESCOPIC SIGHT WITH ADJUSTABLE ZOOM, “LEUPOLD ER/T 8.5-25 X 50 MM (30 MM)” M5 OR SIMILAR WITH TMR RETICLE. 

1) Adjustable Zoom: from 8.5 to 25 zooms

2) Target Diameter: 500mm.

3) Body Diameter: 30 mm.

4) Parallax correction: lateral turret.

5) Reticle, calibration from 1 and 0.5 thousandths. At the four ends of the reticle with marks of 0.2 thousandths. It must be located in the First Focal Plane.

6) Corrections: 0.1 milling (elevation and windage).

7) Total adjustment required: 80 MOA minimum (elevation and windage).

8) High turret with Trajectory Compensation (BDC).

9) Maximum weight: 650 g.

10) Maximum total length: 400 mm.

11) Lenses with anti-reflective treatment.

12) It must comply with Mil Std 810 Standard.

13) Water tightness: there must be no leaks when subjected to a pressure of 32.5 psi for periods of 5 minutes.

14) Coupling system with Picatinny rail or Std Mil 1913.

15) Color: Matte black.

16) Cleaning kit.

c. TACTICAL SPOTTING SCOPE “BUSHNELL 20 - 60 X 80 MM” OR SIMILAR.

1) Color: Matte black, gray, or green.

2) Adjustable zoom between 20 and 60 magnifications.

3) Target Diameter: 80 mm.

4) Reticle: calibration of 1 and 0.5 thousandths (Tactical Milling Reticle).

5) Water tightness: there must be no leaks when subjected to a pressure of 32.5 psi for periods of 5 minutes.

6) Anti-reflective lenses.

7) Cleaning kit.

8) Tripod.

9) Drag bag made of 1000 Denier Cordura camouflaged in Multicam.

d. PORTABLE DIGITAL WIND GAUGE “KESTREL 5200” TYPE OR SIMILAR.

1) It can measure:

a) Wind speed (Kt, and/or m/s or Km/h) and direction.

b) Air density.

c) Altitude.

d) Barometric pressure.

e) Relative humidity.
f) Temperature in degrees Celcius and Farenheit.

g) Wind chill.

h) It can display the maximum, minimum, and average values of the data acquired, date and time. 

2) Power supply: batteries with a minimum battery life of 400 hours.

3) PC connection (Windows or Mac) to update and download data.

4) Screen with selectable data in Spanish and in English.

5) Readable Screen in strong and direct light.

6) Minimum storage capacity of 2000 points.

7) Water resistant and with floating capability.

8) Shock proof (MIL-STD 810G standards).

6. DOCUMENTS TO BE ATTACHED TO THE OFFER

a. The BIDDERS must attach to their Offers, in accordance with parts 3. ITEMS TO BE ACQUIRED and 4. REQUIREMENTS THAT THE ITEMS MUST COMPLY WITH, of this TS, BROCHURES, TECHNICAL SHEETS OR MANUFACTURER’S OFFICIAL WEBSITE, in accordance with part 2.e, they must at least contain the characteristics specified in 3. and 4. and 5., apart from the BRAND, MODEL and the ORIGIN of the items.

b. The Technical-Commercial specification of the manufacturing plant, which must include:

1) Standards used for its manufacturing.

2) Quality control of all the components.

3) Quality tests and trials of the items for their receipt and their acceptance criteria.

c. The BIDDERS must indicate in their offers the Year of manufacturing, brand, and country of origin of the items they offer. 

7. QUALITY REQUIREMENTS

a. The items requested must be brand-new and unused, in perfect maintenance and conservation conditions, and they must comply with ISO, MIL and/or DIN standards and pictures shown by the manufacturer, and specifications mentioned in 3. Items to be acquired, 4. General requirements and 5. Specific Requirements of this TS.

b. BIDDERS must possess ISO 9001 CERTIFICATION in the weapon’s design and manufacturing.

c. The successful bidder must ensure the provision of critical spare parts for wear and tear, for a period not shorter than TEN (10) years, from the moment the materiel is accepted. 

d. All metal parts must be corrosion resistant (humidity).

e. All parts of the system must be resistant to fungal growth.

f. All parts must be resistant to chemical corrosive agents (except adjustment knobs, lenses and optical devices lens covers).

g. The cannon barrel must have a minimum useful life of THREE THOUSAND (3000) rounds.

h. All the items must comply with the standards and plans approved by the manufacturer for the assignment of the NSN, model or item number.

i. All the components must comply with the “EUROPEAN AND US STANDARDS applicable for PRECISION RIFLES” and manufactured under the ISO 9001:2008 standards. 

8. TECHNICAL DOCUMENTATION SUBMISSION

a. The Successful Bidder must submit the corresponding technical documentation issued by the manufacturer for each item, and its corresponding revisions and updates:

1) Technical Documentation (User manual that includes disassembling in the field, lubrication and operation guide, etc).

2) Logistics Documentation (Disassembling Manual that indicates name and part number of the components per system set).

9. WARRANTY

a. The items will be protected by a WRITTEN QUALITY WARRANTY CERTIFICATE against material and/or manufacturing defects, granted and signed by the MANUFACTURER, for a period not shorter than TWELVE (12) months from the date of the FINAL ACCEPTANCE. The wind gauge must have a quality warranty certificate for a period not shorter than FIVE (05) years.

b. All expenses (labour, packing, freight, insurance, administrative or taxes) which might arise from the execution of the WARRANTY will be at the Successful bidder’s expense. 

c. The warranty term will be automatically suspended upon due notice to the SUCCESSFUL BIDDER that a claim under guarantee is being filed, which shall be resumed once the claim had been settled and from the start date the spare part is put back in service.

d. The QUALITY WARRANTY CERTIFICATE shall include a provision stating that the SUCCESSFUL BIDDER shall be responsible for the replacements that might be necessary during the warranty term, which shall not exceed NINETY (90) DAYS

1. CASES AND PACKAGING

The adhesive used for the labels must withstand load handling operations, and it must become damaged in the event its removal or replacement is attempted.

1. INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE
