PARAGRAPH 4. BID SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS: 
The Bid must be submitted taking into account the following points:

b. The Bid must be submitted in English or Spanish and in U.S. dollars. 

c. It should be clearly stated, on the any of the manners mentioned on paragraph 4.a, to which specific Bid it corresponds to, specifying place, date and time for submission’s deadline.
d. The Bid must be completed in the Invitation to Bid Sheet (Annex 2).

PARAGRAPH 7. BID TERMS.

The Bidder should honor the Bid for up to SIXTY (60) days starting from the Bid Opening date. If the Bidder does not notify in written form that he/she is not willing to renew the Bid, at least TEN (10) days prior to the mentioned deadline, the Bid will automatically be considered renewed for a term equal to SIXTY (60) days and so on.
PARAGRAPH 8. TERM THE SERVICE MUST COMPRISE
Since the execution of the contract and the corresponding advance notice to the successful bidder, which shall not be less than FIVE (5) days, until the captain of the aircraft signs in compliance with reception of the hired service and informs this Argentine Military Attaché’s Office in the USA that the service was fulfilled. 
PARAGRAPH 9. EXPLANATIONS BEFORE THE BID OPENING.
Before the beginning of the Bid Opening, the Interested Party may request, at the Contracting Entity’s office, all additional information and explanations deemed necessary, up to SEVENTY TWO (72) business hours prior to the Bid Opening. This exchange of information will be allowed and the requests satisfied as long as the equal footing is not altered. 

The Contracting Entity reserves the right to modify the present document by means of an explanatory or modifying memorandum up to FORTY EIGHT (48) business hours before the Bid submission.

PARAGRAPH 10.  BID OPENING.
a. Any Interested Party may be present if they so wish to.
b. From the time set for the Bid opening, no other Bid will be accepted under any circumstances, even if the opening has not yet started.
c. If the scheduled date for the Bid opening falls on a non-working day, the opening will take place the following business day at the original scheduled time.
PARAGRAPH 11. BID REJECTION:

f. If the price quoted should meet the criteria of not serious or absurd. 
PARAGRAPH 12. BIDS TIE-BREAKER.

In the event that a line or lines are tied (equal prices and quality offered) and when they do not exceed FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($5,000.00) the lines in question will be awarded to the bidder who has the most remaining lines awarded. Whenever the tie exceeds FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($5,000.00) the affected bidders will be invited to submit a better price in writing, within a deadline set accordingly. A date and time for a public drawing will be set for the bids, when and if a tie still persists.

PARAGRAPH 13.  CONTRACT CLOSING.

The closing of the contract takes place within 10 (TEN) business days upon the corresponding notification to the Successful Bidder of the purchase order, which is issued by the contracting entity to the Awardee. For those awardees whose payment is to be made through Letter of Credit, the closing of the contract is effective upon the opening notification of said Letter of Credit, which must be issued by Banco Nación de la República Argentina.

PARAGRAPH 14. CANCELATION OF THE BID.

The Contracting Entity reserves the right to cancel the Bid before the closing of the contract, the Bidder or interested party will not have the right to demand any compensation or indemnification.
PARAGRAPH 15. DELIVERY TERMS.

Delivery of the service should not exceed TWENTY (20) BUSINESS DAYS upon execution of the corresponding contract (Purchase Order) and according to the Flight Route described in Technical Specification # Dir Av 10/15.
PARAGRAPH 16. BIDS’ EVALUATION CRITERIA

The bid award will be issued to the most convenient offer, this being the lowest price quoted per line, as long as it complies with the conditions and requirements established by these specifications sheet and its annexes.

PARAGRAPH 17. DELIVERY LOCATION:

As indicated in Technical Specification Dir Av # 10/15.
PARAGRAPH 18. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE.

The Awardee shall comply with those obligations which he or she has been committed to taking into account the procedures, terms, location and other specifications established within the contract and/or the purchase order. The corresponding terms will be effective immediately from the first business day following the date of the notification of the purchase order.
PARAGRAPH 19. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE TERM EXTENSION. 
The request for an extension of the delivery deadline because of a justifiable reason should be submitted before the deadline. The request should state the reasons for the delay and it will be admissible only when justified causes exist and the contracting entity agrees to the completion out of the terms agreed upon. Applicable penalties will still apply.
PARAGRAPH 20. CANCELATION OF THE CONTRACT DUE TO THE EXPIRATION OF DEADLINES AND EXTENSIONS.
The expiration of the contract deadlines or established extensions without the delivery of the items or services rendered as agreed will result in the cancelation of the contract without any previous notification or court notice. 

PARAGRAPH 21. PENALTY FOR LATE DELIVERY OF ITEMS: 
When a penalty fee may apply, said penalty will be equivalent to ZERO POINT FIVE PERCENT (0.5%) of the value of the items delivered or services rendered outside of the terms of the contract, for every ten 10 business days of delay or fraction of more than FIVE (5) days.

PARAGRAPH 22. UNFORESEEN CIRCUMSTANCES OR FORCE MAJEURE EVENTS.

The existence of unforeseen circumstances or force majeure events that impede the fulfillment of the commitments made by the Bidders and awardees will need to be informed to the Contracting Entity. The Bids and awardees should inform the contracting entity within TEN (10) business days of its occurrence or from the moment the force majeure event ends. After that period of time, the unforeseen circumstances or force majeure events cannot be claimed.
PARAGRAPH 23. PAYMENT TERMS.

The payment will be made within FORTY FIVE (45) consecutive days from the moment of the final delivery of the service in the locations established in Technical Specification # Dir Av 10/15, which must be certified by the Argentine Military Attaché’s responsible.
PARAGRAPH 24. PAYMENT TYPES:

1) The payment in U.S. dollars will be made on its due date according to the written amount. Under no circumstances would monetary adjustments, price changes based on inflation, cost variation and/or debt restructuring be accepted. 

2) By Bank Transfer once the Certificate of Conformity for Service Fulfilment arrives to this office.
PARAGRAPH 25. SHIPPING, INSURANCE, HANDLING AND OTHER ADMINISTRATIVE FEES.

1. Purpose:

This Technical Specification sets the basic requirements that the hiring of an aircraft´s ramp service for Two (2) CESSNA Grand Caravan EX208B aircrafts, to be ferried from the UNITED STATES OF AMERICA to ARGENTINA, must comply with.

2. Definitions:

a.
Ramp Service: Provision of all services issued to an aircraft and its crew during its stop at an airport. It consists on its ground support (handling), provision of aircraft fuel, crew services and any other related services to carry out the flight ferry from the USA to ARGENTINA.

b.
Activity: Set of operations or characteristic tasks of a person or entity.

c.
Tasks: All the actions concerning to the flight itself and the required intermediate stops (air traffic services, ramp services, pre-flight and post-flight inspections).

d.
Legal Procedures: All the required activities to obtain from official institutions documents, certificates and legal authorizations of different kind, necessary to run the international ferry of the aircraft from its current destination to BUENOS AIRES, ARGENTINA.

e. Paperwork: All the activities required to manage the aircraft to be ferried, at different levels of the intermediate stops, as well as the payment of certification fees.

f. FAA (Federal Aviation Administration): United States Civil Aviation Administration.

g. Handling: It consists on aircraft´s lavatory cleaning, towing, engine startup support (with Ground Power Unit), fuel supply and airport´s fees (landing and overnight parking).

h. Crew services: it includes crew transportation from the airport to hotel and vice versa, assistance in immigration and customs, flight plan issue and meteorological reports, and any other services required by each country where the stops are planned and which are needed to continue the ferry flight from the USA to ARGENTINA.

4. Interpretations:

In case of any misinterpretation of one or more of the clauses described in this Technical Specification, as well as in its appendixes, the Dirección de Aviación de Ejército’s  clauses shall be held valid. 

Exhibit 1 – Annex1 (Special Conditions):

1. The aircraft ramp service consists of support for TWO (2) EX C208B CESSNA GRAND CARAVAN aircrafts and their crew, the handling of them at any intermediate stop, as planned in the Flight Plan, from the UNITED STATES OF AMERICA to ARGENTINA (See Exhibit 2).

2. Aircraft services consists on the coordination and delivery of fuel and refueling services, ground handling (marshalling, towing, and any other service required) and payment of airport fees (landing and parking).

3. Crew services includes: coordination at intermediate stops and guidance, transportation and payment of immigration and customs fees, flight plan issue, meteorological reports, transportation within the airport and between airport - accommodation - airport.

4. In the event of any technical reason related to the aircraft, such as mechanical malfunctions preventing the safe operation thereof, adverse weather conditions or any kind of crew´s issues, immigration or other causes outside the normal development of the plan, the Successful bidder shall coordinate any change (date and time) which might affect the arrival of the aircraft to the corresponding airport to the airport staff. 

5. Upon service implementation, on the date and time notified by Dirección de Aviación de Ejército, any coordinations shall be performed by the aircraft’s commander.

Appendix 3 – Annex 1: Responsibilities regarding service delivery:

1. The Contractor shall ensure coordination and ramp service delivery for the aircrafts at all the airports where they have to stop so as to comply with the international transportation flights between the United States and Argentina.

2. The Argentine Army shall notify the successful bidder, with a minimum of SEVEN (07) administrative working days in advance, the corresponding implementation of the service ( time and place) .

3. At the end of the transportation flight, once the service is implemented and fulfilled, the Commander of each aircraft shall sign a conformity certificate thereof. Likewise, the commander shall submit to the corresponding office of the Dirección de Aviación de Ejército proof for all requested services which were provided by the successful bidder.

4. The Material Management Office, from Dirección de Aviación de Ejército shall collect all the corresponding services’ receipts. 

Appendix 4 – Annex 1: Service Desk after Delivery of the Service:

1. The service will be billed according to the bid submitted by the bidder, which will be paid after finishing the entire ferry flight from the USA to Argentina.

2. After the ferry flight, the contractor shall submit the corresponding documentation of the provided services for their payment to the Financial Administrative Service responsible for this contractual act.
