SPECIFIC TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
ARTICLE:
LEGAL FRAMEWORK
The preparation, awarding, effects and expiration of this contract is ruled by Delegated Decree 1023/01, its amendments and supplements; by Regulatory Decree 1030/2016 and derived provisions; by the specific bidding terms and conditions, and by the purchase order. 
The remaining administrative law regulations shall apply supplementary or, failing these, analogous private law regulations shall apply. 
ARTICLE:
CONTRACTING ENTITY:
The contracting entity is the UNIVERSIDAD NACIONAL DE ROSARIO (UNR). Hereinafter refer indistinctively as the Entity, by its full name or acronym.
Herein, the legal address of the Entity is Maipú 1065, Rosario, telephone number: 4201241, e-mail address: dgcontrata@sede.unr.edu.ar.
ARTICLE 1: BIDS
SUBMISSION OF BIDS
A) Bidders or representatives of foreign products with registered address in the Argentine Republic must submit their bids in a SEALED envelope or wrap marked with the following procedure details:

NAME OF THE BIDDER

The following original documents should be included in the envelope: 
1. Financial Offer: Preferably in the Quotation Form provided. It should specify quoted goods, their brand and model; their exact unit price expressed in numbers, including up to two decimals for the unit requested; the total amount of the bid in numbers and letters; and the bidder’s details (corporate name, individual taxpayer ID number [CUIT, in Argentina], e-mail, telephone, address). In the case of goods of national origin, the amount must be expressed in Argentine Peso (in no event the amounts expressed will admit adjustments due to foreign currency fluctuations). Quotations of imported goods may be expressed in the currency corresponding to the country of origin of the offered good.
2. Registration statement in AFIP. 

3. Registration statement to SIPRO (https://comprar.gob.ar/). 
4. Affidavits that are part of the Annex of this Bidding Terms and Conditions. 
Bids must be submitted only to Dirección General de Contrataciones of Universidad Nacional de Rosario, Maipú 1065, 2000, Rosario, Of. 246, from Monday to Friday, from 8 am to 1.30 pm, up to the deadline set by this document. This entity shall not bare any responsibility for any envelope received by agents not working at Dirección General de Contrataciones.
B) Bidders with registered address abroad can send their quotations via e-mail to dgcontrata@unr.edu.ar; up to the date and time set for the Bid Opening. The PROCEDURE (type and number), OPENING DATE AND TIME, NAME OF THE BIDDER and COUNTRY OF ORIGIN must be stated in the subject.
In both cases, the bidder will be responsible for verifying due receipt. Bids submitted after the deadline will be sent back without any additional proceedings. 
In both cases, the origin, brand and model of the offered goods must be specified. Moreover, bidders must specify whether the goods have warranty or after-sales support and, if so, the period covered. Quotations expressed with up to two decimals will be accepted. The price must include all taxes, fares and expenses. Technical specifications and illustrative brochures of the offered equipment must be annexed. 

QUOTATION CURRENCY
In the case of local goods, the bid must be expressed in Argentine Pesos (in no event the amounts expressed will admit adjustments due to foreign currency fluctuations). 
Bids expressed in foreign currency will be accepted only in the case of imported goods, and only in the currency of the country of origin of the offered good.
.
QUOTATION REQUIREMENTS FOR IMPORTED GOODS 

Quotations of imported goods may be expressed in the currency corresponding to the country of origin of the offered good. 
The unit value and the total value must be quoted separately. 
Quotations must be CIP - "Carriage and Insurance Paid to"- Rosario Customs. According to the International Chamber of Commerce, this means that the seller submits the goods to the carrier or any other seller-appointed party at an agreed-upon location (in case the place is agreed on between the parties), and that the seller must hire and pay for the transport charges necessary to take the goods to the agreed location. Moreover, the seller hires an insurance policy against the risk of loss or damage of the buyer’s goods during transportation. 
2010 Incoterms Rules will apply. 
The University will be in charge of the proceedings to obtain the certification under Law 25.613 ROECyT. 
If applicable, the bidder shall notify when a “Quality Certificate” for the merchandise/quoted good is required. In all cases, the bidder will be responsible for obtaining and paying for the certificate. 
ARTICLE 2: Ability to contract
Local Suppliers:
Every jurisdiction and entity under Law No 24.156, Article 8, subsection a) and its amendments shall verify in their contracting procedures the ability to contract with regards to potential suppliers, as indicated by Delegated Decree No 1023/01, Article 28, subsection f) and its amendments and supplements, in accordance with AFIP General Resolution No 4164. 
Under this General Resolution, those able to enter into a contract with the State:
1. Shall not have liquidated and payable debts for tax liabilities or social security resources for an amount equal to or exceeding ONE THOUSAND AND FIVE HUNDRED PESOS ($ 1500.-), overdue during the calendar year corresponding to the date of enquiry, or overdue in the previous FIVE (5) calendar years. 
2. Should have complied with the submission of informative affidavits of taxes and social security resources overdue during the calendar year corresponding to the date of enquiry, as well as those overdue in the previous FIVE (5) calendar years. 

3. Temporary joint ventures (UTE, in Spanish) should comply with the checks stated in subsections a) and b) for each Individual Taxpayer ID Number (CUIT) of those taking part of the venture. 
ARTICLE 3: VALIDITY OF BIDS
Bids will remain valid for a period of NINETY (90) consecutive days from the date of the Bid Opening. If the bidder fails to duly express their will not to renew the bid at least TEN (10) days prior to the due date mentioned above, the validity of the bid would be automatically extended for another period of NINETY (90) consecutive days, and so forth. 
ARTICLE 4: BID BOND
When the amount of the purchase order or bid does not exceed ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND PESOS (1,300,000.-) or an equivalent amount in another currency, the bidders will not be obliged to set a bid bond against withdrawal of bids or upon awarding, respectively. 
Under Decree 1030/16, Article 78, subsection c) on pre-payments, the successful bidder must set a counter-guarantee for an amount equal to the pre-payment, expressed in the currency of quotation, at the time of requesting the payment.
Guarantees could be set as follows: 
a) In cash, by bank deposit into the account of the contracting entity, or by post or money order.
b) By certified check.
c) By surety bond. Insurance companies must have their registered headquarters in the Argentine Republic. Surety bonds requirements: 
· The insurance company must be obliged “in its capacity as unrestricted joint guarantor and main payer, waiving the benefits of excussion and division”, that is to say, in the form of co-debtor. 

· Must include the signature of the insurance company’s legal representative or authorized person duly certified by Notary Public. 
· In case of dispute over the interpretation of the contract or of conflict of interest, the insurance company will be subject to the jurisdiction of Federal Courts of Rosario. 
d) By demand note, when the amount resulting from applying the specific percentage set for bid bond, performance bond or challenge guarantee, or the fixed amount established in the bidding terms and conditions do not exceed TWO HUNDRED SIXTY THOUSAND PESOS ($ 260,000.-).
Notwithstanding this, the payment of the guarantee by the bidders, successful bidders and co-contracting parties may be required, in compliance with the penalties established by Decree 1030/2016.
ARTÍCULO 5: AWARDING
The successful bidder must duly comply with his obligation to deliver the goods entirely, pursuant to the general and specific Bidding Terms and Conditions, and in compliance with regulations in force, taking into account the places of delivery set in the purchase orders. 
The supplier must ensure the quality of the goods or services that are the subject of the contract, bearing responsibility for any hidden defect, even if the requesting party approves the goods/services upon receipt. 
ARTICLE 6: DELIVERY DEADLINE
Delivery deadline: The successful bidder must deliver the goods that are the subject of the contract free of expenditures, ready and unloaded, taking all appropriate security measures for the type of equipment acquired, in compliance with the Incoterms specified in the bidding conditions. 
The submitted bid should state the estimated time of delivery, starting from the date of receipt of the purchase order. 

Penalty: A penalty of ZERO POINT ZERO FIVE PERCENT (0.05%) of the value of due goods for each business day of delay will be applied. 
ARTICLE 7: INVOICING
LOCAL GOODS
Original invoices must be submitted to the places of delivery established in the purchase orders (ONE INVOICE PER PLACE OF DELIVERY) and comply with AFIP RG 2853/10 on “Electronic Invoicing”. 

Each invoice must include: 
· Number of file. 

· Number and fiscal year of the corresponding Purchase Order
· Invoiced items. 

· Brief description of invoiced item(s)

· Unit and total amount. 

In order to proceed with the payment of submitted invoices, the requesting offices must send them to Dirección General de Contrataciones of Universidad Nacional de Rosario (Maipú 1065, Of. 245), and enclose the following documents:
• Certificate of receipt, issued by the requesting office within ten (10) business days from the receipt of the goods or beginning of service delivery. 
· Updated fiscal information. 
· CBU (single banking code) for suppliers with registered address outside Rosario.
FOR IMPORTED GOODS: 

When bidding IMPORTED goods, the bid must be submitted along with a PROFORMA invoice issued by the bidder including the following information:

· Tariff classification (Harmonized Tariff Code / HTC or HS), including the first eight (8) numbers of the merchandise/good and of the accessories or spare parts, if applicable. 
· Total and Unit FOB price per item expressed in original currency (mandatory), port/airport of provenance. 

· Total cost of freight and insurance in original currency. 

· CIP unit and total costs in original currency, stating port/airport of origin. 

· Type of currency.
· Description of the merchandise/good, stating brand, model, product code/article, quality, net weight, etc.

· Brief description of the function of the merchandise/good (what is it used for?) 

· Description of spare parts and user manuals, if applicable.  
· Amount of merchandise/good, unit of measure and, if applicable, tolerance.
· Delivery Schedule. 

· Description of container, packaging and special identifications. 

· Origin and provenance of the quoted merchandise/good.  

· Type of insurance (coverage clauses) and type of policy (individual or floating policy). 

· Means of transport to be used and range of freight. 

· If the merchandise/good has warranty, state type, coverage and validity. 
· If the merchandise/good has after-sales service, state type, cost, duration of service, etc.  
ARTICLE 8: MEANS OF PAYMENT
CURRENCY: In the case of local goods, the legal tender of the country (ARGENTINE PESOS). In the case of imported goods, the payment will be made in the currency of the country of origin of the goods. 
CONDITIONS: Payment will be made in accordance with the Purchase Order.
1. Local goods: Within a period of 15 (fifteen) consecutive days from receipt of invoice, along with the Certificate of Receipt, at Universidad Nacional de Rosario’s Head Offices. 
2. Imported goods: Within a period of 15 (fifteen) consecutive days from receipt of a copy of the corresponding bill of lading, provided that the corresponding proforma invoice have been already receipt. 
Under Decree 1030/16, Article 78, subsection c), on pre-payments, the successful bidder must set a counter-guarantee at the time of requesting the payment. This guarantee must be equivalent to the mount of the pre-payment, in the currency of quotation, and be set in any of the forms described in Article 4 of this Bidding Terms and Conditions. 
In case the supplier presents some irregularities, the payment period will start once the supplier has concluded the corresponding proceedings.  
ARTICLE 9: JURISDICTION
In case of judiciary conflicts resulting from this contract, the parties will be subject to the jurisdiction of the Federal Courts of Rosario. 
ARTICLE 10: OPTION CLAUSE FOR UNR
UNR has the right to extend, increase or decrease the contracts, in accordance with Article 12 of Delegated Decree 1023/12 and its amendments. 
ARTICLE 11: ALTERNATIVE AND VARYING BIDS
Alternative bids and bids varying from the base bid are eligible according to Articles 56 and 57 of Decree 1030/2016. Unless otherwise stated, the base bid will be the one described in the first proposal for the item. 
In order to assess alternative and varying bids, the following criteria will apply: 
a. They will be considered provided that an eligible base bid has been submitted. 
b. In the case of alternative bids, they should fully conform to the technical specifications.

c. In the case of varying bids, only the one with the most suitable base bid will be considered. 

d. If the bidder withdraws their base bid, their alternative bids would be dismissed. 

e. The Entity is not obliged to decide on alternative bids. 
ARTICLE 12: IDENTIFICATION AND CHARACTERISTICS OF THE GOODS TO BE SUPPLIED 

The goods to be supplied will be identified, as applicable, according to:
· Estimated gross weight
· Estimated quantity and dimensions of packages  

· Complementary safety standards, if required due to the characteristics of the goods or supplies.   
In case of diplomatic franchises, the following information must be stated: 

· UN (United Nations) Classification 

· IMO Classification
The offered equipment must be new unused high quality equipment delivered in its original package, duly closed or sealed in its country of provenance, prepared and secured for transportation.
The equipment should be provided with all the accessories for installation and running. 
The proposed material should be in actual production on the starting date of this selection procedure, that is to say, it cannot be a discontinued product. 
ARTICLE 13: SHIPPING
1. AUTHORIZATION
The successful bidder will ship the goods provided that they receive previous authorization from Universidad National de Rosario’s staff. 
2. DOCUMENTS
Shipping documents must be issued in the name of Universidad Nacional de Rosario, stating the file number and purchase order number in each international transport document, invoices and Packing List.
Under no circumstances will the documents issued in the name of a party other than Universidad Nacional de Rosario be accepted. 
The documents must include:
• Air Waybill or Bill of Lading: 3 originals and 3 copies. 
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
